Foundation, Key Stage 1 and 2
A whole school shopping experience

Background

Over a period of one week, a shop was set up in every classroom from nursery to Year 6. The children were able 

to buy things from these shops on a daily basis. Parents were told about this and were asked to discuss with their 

children what they had learnt about shopping.

Learning outcomes

By the end of this lesson pupils will have the ability to:

• Handle real money and give change

• manage a budget 

• prioritise spending by distinguishing between needs and wants

• keep clear records 

• recognise the value of money

Materials needed

Play coins, paper ‘debit cards’, record sheets

Extra advice

Fixed spending

Each child in the school is given a prescribed amount of money to spend. To ensure that each child has the same 

amount of money to spend, children are not allowed to bring in money from home. The younger children in the 

nursery are given real pennies to spend, the infant classes are given play coins to the value of £2 and the junior 

children are given an individual sheet of paper, called a ‘debit card’ (made by the teachers, or as an extension 

activity for the pupils), to the value of £5. The children using the debit cards keep a record of their spending. 

Tasks

Differential pricing  

Class teachers set their own prices, which means that the same item could be more expensive in different 

classrooms. Also, some of the items, such as apples, satsumas and raisins, are priced relatively cheaply, whereas 

others, such as bags of crisps, are sold for £2. This generates discussions about ‘price setting’ and ‘fairness’ in 

classrooms and in the playground. Other items sold include drinks, cheap toys, sunglasses and items of stationery. 

When some items, such as a football, exceed the amount a child has been given, children can decide to pool their 

money together and make a joint purchase.

Review

Talking money 

During the week, the children, in their classes, discuss aspects of financial capability including: value for money, 

needs and wants, making choices, spending and saving. School assemblies also focus on these themes.

Variations

Different cafés could be set up in classrooms, perhaps serving food from different countries.

Other resources

Could be enhanced by the involvement of a volunteer from the banking world.
